	 Minutes: 
1) Master programme proposal from UiN

Siv Oltedal (Nordland university, Norway) is now the leader of the  Thematic Network on Social Work in the University of  the Artic (NTSW). They are going to hand in an application for funding. One of their main aims is to develop and enhance collaboration on master level among universities in the Artic Region. 

Therefor they would like to develop collaboration on administration level, course level, and competence level. 

They would like to:

-cooperate on developing an online Master level course of 30 ECTS credits based on the programme they already have 
- take part in the e-pedagogy course of VirCamp, to enhance the e-learning competences of their teachers. 

- invite VirCamp to participate with a member in the NTSW. 
We discussed this request and decided that we are positive towards cooperation, but that we have some questions, namely:

· Who provides the funding of your network?
· What is the time period which this network is running for? 

· Is developing a course, the aim of your application proposal, in line with the aims of the network?

· Will, in your opinion, a cooperation be a cooperation between the network and VirCamp, or between individual institutions who are partner in NTSW, and  VirCamp?

· So what is the status of a possible cooperation?
· Are their already criteria set out for cooperation?

We also recommend Siv to take notice of  the Quality Guide developed by VirCamp. By doing this the NTSW gets aware of the VirCamp standard for online courses.
Remmelt will sent the response with questions to Siv.

2)  We discussed the several aspects of the seminar. 

The deadline of september 30 is important to decide about continuation based on the number of registrated persons. But of course people who register after Sep 30 are welcome.

The invitations will be sent out by the contact persons as appointed in the visitors document.

Andres will invite Portmouth university

Anne Karin will invite Bristol university, Sheffield university
Remmelt will invite Liepaja university, Vilnius university, Koblenz and Siena. 

Towards the program the suggestion is to keep it as close as possible towards the VirCamp context. So a visionary speech should be in line with the future plans of VirCamp.

3) Based on the situation in Malawi there is no start of the academic year at the university. For that reason Pierson Ntata will not be able to recruit students for Vircamp, and he will also not be able to participate as teacher in M3. This because of severe power problems in Malawi. Siv Oltedal and Gunn Strand Hutchinson of UiN are prepared to take over his teaching part. 

In november there will be a meeting between Nordland university and Malawi. We will be informed afterwards about be the outcome, and if there will be continuation in the cooperation based on the NUFU funding.
